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If you are required to have public liability insurance to hold an event, eg: public BBQ, etc, the 
Cancer Council can provide this for you as a registered fundraiser. Please call the Cancer 
Council on 1300 65 65 85 and allow a couple of weeks to receive your approval. Also 
remember that you may need Council approval to hold events. These applications take time to 
process so don’t leave it to the last minute. Places like ‘Bunnings’ require these forms at least 
one month in advance.
